All the hits 'lou 
make and all the runs you score and 
a ll the errors you commit a re marked 
down f or all time. ' .. hen it's a llover 
for you, the game has got you measured." 

'iii th the s e words one of the more 
,prominent a dvoca tes of the national 
pa s time s ums up his own c a reer as a 
pa rticipant. A Big League Soout dis­
covered Joe Ga r agiola pl aying ball 
with a sandlot team in St. Louis and 
persuaded him to tryout f or pro ball. 
';his l ed to his first contract with 
the Cardinals, for whom he played -­
a fter three years of military servioe 
in Il orld Wa r II -- from 1945 to 1951. 
'Thereafter he played with the Pirates, 
the Cubs, a nd the Giants until his re­
tirement in 1954. 

Joe was not the best catcher in the 
game but he was f a r from being its 
worst.

Another aspect of the military's 
"open house" during Armed Forces Day 
this month was emphasis placed on the 
defense-support role of the ciVilian 
employees of the military departments. 

According to the United St a tes Civil 
Service CommiSSioners, these workers 
comprise nearly half of the Federal 
ciVilian work force, and are a strong 
,link in America's defense chain. For 
example there are some 385,000 Federal 
civilian employees working for the De­
partment of the Army. 

They work abroad as well as in the 
United States doing a wide variety of 
jobs ranging from typists and file 
clerks to engineers and electronic 
scientists. Nearly 500 thousand of 
these are "blue-collar" workers at 
shipyards, missile-test centers and 
various other ins tallations. 

The Civil Service Commission a lso 
points out more than half of the em­
ployees are war veterans, and many are 
still active in reserve or National 
Guard units making double contribution 
to "Power for Peace."
